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“We are a Christ-centered community that en-
joys liturgical worship, seeks spiritual transfor-
mation and values study. We appreciate mutual 
support….and the strong sense of 
family we have with each other.”  
That’s how the core values survey, 
conducted by the Vision Council in 
spring 2005, describes the character 
of our congregation. 

It’s good to return to our core 
values in a season that’s heavily 
focused on the big picture future 
of the Episcopal Church and the 
Anglican Communion. 

In the midst of these momentous 
issues, it’s important to remember 
that the “big issues” of life mostly 
come down to our little everyday 
inclinations, decisions and actions.  
Being faithful in the little things 
helps us be faithful in the big 
things of life. 

The life of Christians is a path.  
We walk it, placing one foot in 
front of the other. Left, right, left, right, our 
feet carry us along. This pathway leads us from 
here…right here and now…to where? What’s 
the destination? 

The Baptism liturgy puts it this way:  we are to 
"grow into the full stature of Christ.” Christians 
are destined to be made like Jesus. He lived the 
fully human life we are supposed to live, that we

yearn to live. This is what spiritual maturity 
means. It’s the multitude of little steps we take 
on the path that bring us gradually along, grow-

ing more and more into the like-
ness of Jesus, in love with God 
and the people around us.   

And the steps we take are the sim-
ple, ancient disciplines of the spiri-
tual life: developing a lifestyle of 
personal prayer and corporate 
worship, learning Holy Scripture, 
sharing the sacraments, living in 
community, working in ministry, 
sharing the faith and offering our 
lives in stewardship. That’s how 
we are Building Christians for 
Service in practical terms. 

Our individual practice of these 
disciplines transforms each of us 
gradually to Christ-likeness. Our 
corporate practice of them shapes 
the character of our congregation 
and makes us effective in service 
to the people in our congregation 

and in mission to the thousands of people in our 
wider Parish. 

Notice the close relationship between the individ-
ual and the corporate. Each and every person 
here makes our church what it is and will be.  
Your little daily steps toward spiritual matur-
ity shape the character and trajectory of

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growth for our congregation and drive our 
need for expansion. 

So where are your feet taking you? What path 
are you walking on? A good way to see is to 
measure. Listen to George Barna, prominent 
pollster of the Christian community in the 
United States: 

“The data show that millions of people 
who are aligned with the Christian 
faith have not thought very much or 
very clearly about what spiritual ma-
turity means. Perhaps the outcomes of 
the survey will encourage church lead-
ers to help people not only prioritize 
their spiritual development, but also to 
consider what spiritual transformation 
looks like in practical terms. The old 
adage tells us that ‘you get what you 
measure’ and the survey revealed that 
most Christians don’t measure much 
of anything beyond church attendance 
when it comes to their spiritual matur-
ity. This information could help leaders 
assist followers of Christ in connecting 
the dots regarding the meaning of and 
the route to spiritual growth.” 

Allow me to propose a simple unit of measure 
for our spiritual growth: time. We give our time 
to things we love. In the hours of your day, in 
the days of your week, in the weeks of your 
month, how much time do you spend walk-
ing the path toward Christ-likeness? How 
long does it take?

I suggest that it takes 7-8 hours a week to grow 
steadily in spiritual maturity. Here’s an ap-
proximate breakdown: 2-3 hours on Sunday in 
liturgy, learning and fellowship; 2 hours di-
vided into 20 minutes a day for personal prayer 
and Bible reading; 1.5 hours for small group 
fellowship, study and prayer; 1.5 hours serving 
others in ministry. 

I’d like to particularly highlight the time spent 
in small group fellowship. We grow best as 
human beings, as disciples and as ministers 
when we lock arms and grow and serve with 
other people. Small group ministry is in-
tended to provide the environment where we 
can thrive in these ways. We are developing 
more opportunities for you to make such a 
group part of your life. 

So, how much time do you typically invest in 
deepening your life as a Christian? Do you 
spend more time working out or watching TV?  
Keep count, you might be surprised. 

We usually make investments anticipating the 
return. Here’s a promise from God you can 
bank on: “those who seek the Lord lack no 
good thing.” (Psalm 34:10) When you love God 
you dedicate yourself to seek him. When you 
seek God you find him and his provision for 
every need.  It’s worth the time, every time.

Update on the Election of a  
Bishop Coadjutor 

At the request of the Rt. Rev. Peter James Lee, 
12th Bishop of Virginia, the 211th Annual 
Council, meeting in January 2006 authorized 
the election of a Bishop Coadjutor. A Bishop 
Coadjutor (from the Latin word coadjutor, 
“assistant”) is elected to succeed a Diocesan 
Bishop and traditionally assists the Diocesan 
Bishop for a specified period of time before be-
ing installed as successor. 

The Nominating Committee for the election of 
the Bishop Coadjutor has just completed host-
ing a series of Listening Events around the Dio-
cese. These events were held to collect informa-
tion from the members of the Diocese in order to 
engage the Diocese in the coadjutor discernment 
process and help develop an accurate profile. 
During each event participants heard an over-
view of the process, met members of the Nomi-
nating Committee, engaged in small group dis-
cussion, and completed a written survey. 

If you were unable to attend a Listening Event 
but would still like to participate, you have the 
opportunity to do so by completing an online 
survey. A link to the survey is on the new Coad-
jutor Search Web site.

Proposed St. Peter’s Banner 

Some will have seen two pictures of a proposed Processional Banner for St. Peter’s, designed by the firm of 
JREvans. On a white/gold Fairford cloth background, it is constructed in a combination of hand appliqué, 
hand-guided embroidery, and direct machine embroidery. The cost is $3,395. The pictures and cloth swatch are 
posted in the entryway. 

Several parishioners have offered to make substantial donations to acquire this banner, which will be especially 
appropriate for our own Festival Processions, as well as services at Confirmation, Diocesan Council, Acolyte 
Festival, and other occasions.

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Button-pushers come in all shapes and sizes, 
but they have one thing in common: their be-
havior drives us crazy and makes us dream of 
ways to escape the mess we’re in.    

But psychologist and author Dr. John Town-
send says, in his experience, most people give 
up too soon on their button-pusher. “They 
have a limited repertoire of responses none of 
which are effective.  So they resign themselves 
in hopelessness.” 

The person who pushes your buttons is likely 
someone who matters to you – a spouse, a par-
ent, a boss, a fellow church member.  Almost 
always this difficult person is connected to you 
by blood, love, faith, or money, so you can’t 
just end the relationship without causing pain 
and upheaval in your life. 

Our friends and today’s culture will often ad-
vise us to abandon such relationships quickly – 
to end this unpleasant chapter and get on with 
our lives.  Dr. Townsend disagrees.  “Your but-
ton-pusher is not someone you would easily and 
casually leave.  You are intertwined at many 
levels.  It is worth the trouble to take a look at 
the ways the relationship you had, and want, 
can be revived and reborn.”   

In this insightful book Dr. Townsend intro-
duces a revolutionary approach for reaching 
out to, confronting, negotiating with, and set-
ting appropriate limits for the button-pushers 

you know.  It’s an approach that holds out 
great hope for difficult people – and great en-
couragement for those of us who love them.  In 
this book he offers: 

• Expert insight to help you understand your 
own button-pusher 

• Wise assistance in determining the nature 
of the problem 

• Compassionate help in identifying your 
failed attempts to fix things 

• A hope-filled vision for what can be and 
how to make it come true 

• Rich resources to help you navigate the 
necessary changes 

This book gives you the tools not only to under-
stand your trying situation, but also to learn 
how to influence that difficult person in your 
life to change in positive ways, while you 
change and grow as well.   

“Difficult, button-pushing people can and do 
change, in deep and long-lasting ways, all the 
time.  I have seen it, and many others have wit-
nessed and been part of it.  God has been in the 
business of changing difficult people for eons.”  
Find out what role you can play in changing 
your relationship.
