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The leadership of St. Peter’s has recently asked 
you to invest yourself – your time, talent and 
treasure – in the life and work of our congregation.  
As you consider your Pledge Card you are contem-
plating big decisions about the year ahead.   
I invite you to do so in light of the big picture.  
It’s easy in life to lose the forest for the trees.  
We become so focused on the immediate needs 
and challenges before our eyes that we lose sight 
of the big picture.  In the midst of all our DO-
ING we can forget WHO we are, and WHY we 
are doing it.   
Sometimes we just need to step back and take in 
the wide view, to see the whole picture in the 
frame.  Let’s take that step together.   
WHO are we?   
We are Peter’s Church.  He is our patron…and 
just LOOK what happened to Peter!  Peter 
met Jesus and that changed everything.  Con-
sider how Jesus took a simple fisherman: men-
tored him, rebuked him, prayed for him, com-
missioned him, and filled him with his Holy 
Spirit.  This is the story of a life transformed.   
In relationship with Jesus, Peter became the 
man God intended him to be.  The Holy Spirit 
brought forth in Peter a purpose and potential 
and power no one else knew was there.  Through 
joy and sorrow and the power of Christ’s love, 
Peter did things he would have never imagined 
possible.  He literally changed the world. 
This is how Jesus Christ works.  He’s saving the 
whole world…one person at a time.  Jesus loved 
Peter… he loves each of us.  He is calling you 
into a deeper relationship with him and into 
deeper engagement with others.   
This is WHY we are doing what we do.

Everything we do 
at St. Peter’s is serving this end and each person 
at St. Peter’s has a vital role to play in making it 
happen well.  Thank you all for what you do to 
make St Peter’s the church we love.   
And as we think about the great needs of the 
world around us, how might we share this gift 
with hundreds of people…perhaps thou-
sands…until everyone within our reach has 
experienced the opportunity of connecting with 
Jesus like Peter did? 
This is the call of Jesus…in Peter’s life, in your 
life, and in our shared life as a congregation. 
Jesus is saying, “Be my disciple.  Sit at my feet 
and learn from me.  Allow me to renew your 
vision, inspire your love, and shape your des-
tiny.  Follow me in service to the world.”

That’s the question you are answering as you fill 
out your Pledge Card. Let’s take that step together.

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Many of you have observed ongoing 
events in the Episcopal Church and An-
glican Communion.  You’ve asked, 
“Where are we at St. Peter’s?” Here’s 
how I see the lay-of-the-land and the 
journey ahead.   

We are in the strange "in-between" 
time. In between what? There's a re-
alignment underway in the Anglican 
Communion. In the Episcopal Church 
(TEC) that means there is a separation 
to come…and that separation has be-
gun. The separation, as Rowan Wil-
liams has described it, would be be-
tween those  who wil l  remain 
“constituent” members of the Commun-
ion, opting to live within an Anglican 
Covenant, and those who will choose to 
be independent.   

As part of a hierarchical Church gov-
erned by Councils, we are witnessing a 
large-scale, decentralized, deliberative 
process of dealing with the divergent 
direction of TEC.  Rowan insists the 
process be “ordered and mutually re-
spectful”.  The process is well underway 
within the Instruments of Unity. They 
have isolated, are now marginalizing, 
and will ultimately, it seems, separate 
from elements of TEC.  

We haven't yet reached that resolution, 

however, which means that everyone lives 
with some, shall we say, "ambiguity" and 
attendant "discomfort". We are mid-
realignment, so many things are strange 
and undecided, tentative and changeable, 
disrupted and a-twitter. It’s the tension of 
an already/not yet situation. 
Yet at the same time it’s quite clear that as 
an Episcopal congregation we are faithful to 
the Anglican Way.  We are orthodox Angli-
cans and there will be no “walking apart” for 
us.  We live in a diocese in which, I be-
lieve, the majority and our Bishops could 
very possibly continue Anglican. There is 
an Anglican future for St, Peter's in a 
Communion that will have, by God's good 
grace and timing, strengthened itself to 
deal sufficiently with the problems TEC 
has created.  

This hope gives me patience to hang on 
while the Church, following Jesus, works 
its way to a resolution. I think our calling 
is to reach that future by walking in-step 
with the wider Anglican Communion.  
And in the meantime to keep our congre-
gation healthy, unified and focused on 
things within our influence: enjoying and 
building-up our congregation, and becom-
ing more and more faithful and effective 
in serving one another and the world 
around us.  Let’s take that step together.
